Dear Sir/Madam,

In cooperation with partner organisations, the Assembly of AP Vojvodina and Government of AP Vojvodina are organising the jubilee 5th Camp of Tolerance of the Youth from the Danube Basin Regions and Cities, in the period form 24 to 30 July 2010 in Bačka Topola, AP Vojvodina (Republic of Serbia).
The Camp will gather cca 200 young people aged 18 to 22 years. The primary objective of this encounter is to continue the good practice of gaining new knowledge, developing new relations and friendships , as well as to deal with similarities and differences and all the things connecting us along the banks of the Danube river and recognise the specificities of the Danube identity. 

When reading this year’s agenda of the 5th Camp of Tolerance of the Youth from the Danube Basin Regions and Cities and the requirements of the competition enclosed with this letter, you will discover that it brings along an interesting and rich education, entertainment, culture and art-related contents. At the same time, the jubilee fifth Camp of Tolerance introduces a novelty, a diversity in the seal of creativity. It is this seal of creativity that will be a step forward towards the Camp quality and innovativeness. Namely, this year, the participants will also be the hosts of traditional event and play the role of organisers and creators of the agenda of Camp of Tolerance. This will, once again, confirm the idea of a universal concept of togetherness and its spreading, of unity, exchange of ideas and all advantages of the Camp of Tolerance, in which representatives of one region will, in their unique way, introduce the youth coming from more than ten countries, with the music, tradition, culture, gastronomy, education and language of their own region. 
The agenda of this year's Camp of Tolerance is a set of ideas from five regions and cities that will be implemented in the course of this event. In this sense, on Monday 25 July, the host would be Baden-Württemberg; on Tuesday – 26 July it would be Bacs-Kiskun; on Wednesday – 27 July , it would be AP Vojvodina; on Thursday – 28 July, it would be Bratislava Self-Governing Region and on Friday – 29 July, it would be Vidin Region.
 Participants/hosts of the day will present the idea or topic originating from their country. 
· Mornings are envisaged to start with traditional music from the region of young participants and the rest of the day would follow the rhythm of that particular region/city. The music is to be organised by young participants (who need to bring CDs with songs of their choice).

· Educational workshops (in the morning) will be facilitated by experts, lecturers, public figures from the region/city. Participants will be expected to take an active part  in discussions/workshops. Interactive discussion is one of the goals of such workshops. For the purpose of achieving a smooth and functional work, we will provide the appropriate premises/ classrooms, while the lecturers will be provided with accommodation and food on the day specified in the Camp agenda.
· There will be another workshop titled „Friendship on the Danube“, in which participants will present their region/city in an inventive manner, on the day established in the Camp agenda. Activities in this workshop will be monitored by a commission, which will decide on the last day of the Camp, who prepared the best presentation of the region (there will be awards – as a surprise).
· Breakfast, lunch and dinner - As arranged with a restaurant from Bačka Topola, traditional food typical of that particular region / host of the day, will be prepared on that day.
We would particularly like to emphasise that most lectures and workshops will be held in either English or German language, thus, one of the prerequisites for the participation of young participants and lecturers in the Camp is a good command of English and/or German language.

Instructions to young participants:
Presentation of regions. „Friendship on the Danube“ – the workshop that has made a positive impression on young participants. It is competitive in its nature, so the expert commission will decide, on the last day of the Camp, who has prepared the best, most inventive presentation. In order to develop even closer relations during the Camp of Tolerance, individual presentation of each region/ city is envisaged, in the authentic and original manner chosen by participants themselves, on the Events Square. Presentations should not be longer than 10-15 minutes. Manners of presenting the region/city include video-presentation, which would contain an overview of traditional cuisine, cultural and artistic offer, events, popular places for going out etc. Young participants may also prepare on a CD some music typical of their particular city/region, they may sing such songs or dance to them (or perhaps act). These are only some of the ideas that may be used as inspiration in a presentation of certain city/region. If the participants come up with a better idea, they may feel free to implement them in the manner most appealing to them. Be original and unique.
Creative Workshops. In the afternoon, together with prominent artists, you may discover the world of various trades and arts. Experience acquired in this manner will be presented during the camp’s ceremonial closing.  As Bačka Topola is situated near the lake, you may spend your free time enjoying the water sports.
Music-entertainment programme. After the interesting afternoon activities, another surprise is a rich cultural and artistic programme (concerts of famous bands, DJ and animators’ performances and theatre plays).
Application Requirements. In addition to the filled in form, participants are required to submit their paper, in the form of essay, on one of the following topics: 1. «The Best of My Region/City is...» (specifying what is most typical of their region/city, such as a fortress, castle, famous person, cathedral, institution bridges etc.) or 2. «Interview with...» (participants are expected to interview an imaginary (historic character from your region/city) or real person living in their region/city. 
Other important information: 

1. Accommodation and food will be provided in the SECONDARY SCHOOL OF AGRICULTURE situated near the lake (travel costs are to be covered by Camp participants)
· Classrooms will be partitioned by room-dividers for accommodation purposes

· There is a sufficient number of bathrooms/showers and toilettes on the school premises

· Food: breakfast, lunch, snack and dinner 
2. You will find in the letter the exact destination– Bačka Topola/Topolya marked for you, including the suggestions how to get there by train or coach. Participants need to specify in their application form the arrival time, along with any question or dilemmas they might have, or contact us via the telephone numbers and e-mail addresses specified below.
3. THE APPLICATION FORM IS TO BE FILLED IN LEGIBLY
4. Code of Conduct for the participants in the Camp of Tolerance should be observed during a one-week stay in Bačka Topola, so we are kindly asking the participants to thoroughly study its contents. 
Hoping that this year’s agenda and concept of the Camp of Tolerance has attracted your attention, we would kindly ask you to send the following documentation:
· Legibly filled in application form for young participants in the Camp along with the material required in this year's competition for the 5th Camp of Tolerance,

· The flag of your region or city.
