CODE OF CONDUCT FOR THE CAMP OF TOLERANCE PARTICIPANTS  

While at the Camp please adhere to the house rules, for the benefit of all involved: 

1. All participants shall be obliged to check in at the front desk or to the host for the purpose of faster and more efficient organisation of their accommodation. 

2. Participants shall respect the Camp daily activities schedule. 

3. Lectures/workshops shall be held every day between 10:00 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.

4. No food shall be allowed in the sleeping areas. 

5. Use of alcohol beverages and cigarettes shall be strictly prohibited in and around the building. 

6. Eating shall only be allowed in designated areas.  After eating, participants shall be obliged to put dirty dishes in the place designated for it.

7. It shall not be permitted to take the inventory out of the building. 

8. Participants shall be obliged to maintain order and hygiene of their rooms. 

9. Camp participants shall be responsible for their personal luggage and money. The Camp organisers shall not bear any costs in case they are lost. 

10. One host (team leader) shall be assigned for each group. 
11. Representatives of each group shall be obliged to attend the morning meeting/round table with team leaders.

12. The team leader and representatives of groups shall be obliged to keep the record of any violations of the Code of Conduct by the participants of the Camp. Participants / hosts of the day shall also be accountable for order and peace among other participants and adherence to the Code of Conduct, in particular on the day when their region is the Camp host.

13. Team leaders shall be obliged to escort the participants after the end of the music programme, organised in town centre, to the building they are accommodated in.

14. Prolonged use of the shower facilities shall not be permitted. 

15. Any possible malfunction in the building shall be reported to the host. The person who caused the damage shall be charged for it.

16. Camp participants shall be obliged to respect the camp staff
17. Camp participants shall be obliged to be in their rooms by midnight at the latest.
18. Camp participants shall be obliged to observe the rest period.
19. Participants / hosts of the day should seriously commit to the implementation of the programme established by their region/city and other participants should seriously observe the programme.
ANY VIOLATION OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT BY ANY CAMP PARTICIPANT, UPON THE WARNING BY THE AUTHORISED INDIVIDUAL, MAY RESULT IN THEIR DISMISSAL FROM THE CAMP.
